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Player Conduct Contract

It is important that everyone understands the goals, boundaries, and expected conduct for players on a
team. A “contract” helps us communicate this.

The goal is to help develop young athletes by providing an environment where they will practice the
values of sportsmanship, teamwork, commitment, and hard work. Therefore, the following guidelines

are how we will act as players and students:

¢ | will listen to and respect coaches and teammates.

e | will respect my teacher and keep up with schoolwork.
s Actas a good representative of Valleyview on and off the court.

¢ | will give my best effort at every practice, regardless of the task.
* | will have sportsmanship as my #1 priority in all games and practices.

* | will respect referees, opposing players and coaches.

* If I have an unsportsmanlike event, | will listen to feedback and acknowledge behavior.

* If I have an unsportsmanlike event that is the result of a poor interaction with an official, it will result

in sitting the rest of the game.
* | will encourage my teammates in a positive way, regardless of circumstances.

* | will do my best to attend all practices, acknowledging that consistently missing practice will result in
less playing time or sitting out games.
If these rules cannot be followed, we will follow the below 3 strike system.

* First offence, you will miss a practice.

e Second offence, you will miss a game.

¢ Third offence, you will not be allowed to continue to participate in basketball.
