The National Flag of Canada shall be flown on a flagstaff on the school grounds on 
each day that the school is open, weather conditions permitting. When weather 
conditions do not permit the flag to be flown outdoors, it shall be prominently displayed 
in the school building. 

The School Leader shall have discretion to approve flying the flag at half-mast in 
recognition of a death affecting the school community for no more than 24 hours. Such 
approvals shall be reported to the Superintendent/CEO. 

The Superintendent/CEO shall have discretion to approve flying Division facility flags 
at half-mast in recognition of significant events.
